ALVATION

DR intercession, necrological commemoration, and pious associations. Like indulgences,
they seem to have been gradually emptied of their substance and denounced (even
before Luther) as glaring evidence of the corruption of the Roman Church. Much recent
scholarship has followed this negative portrait of spiritual confraternities — unless it
has conflated them with other non-spiritual confraternities, or indeed ignored them
altogether. This volume draws on the abundant number of letters of confraternity
available from Hungarian sources in order to provide a more nuanced picture of
mendicant spiritual confraternities. It sheds new light on the links between the
mendicants and their supports among the laity, and emphasises the broader
significance of the confraternity movement in late medieval piety in Central Europe
and beyond. *This book is an enhanced version of Kolduldérendi konfraternitisok...

Aware of
the need to unite the Central European kingdoms, he imagined a federation of peoples
united under his sceptre and adorned with imperial glory. Did his models, drawn from
Antiquity, blind him to the ability of his subjects to follow him in his grand designs?
The fact remains that the "leap forward" made by the son of John Hunyadi, the hero of
Belgrade (1456), came to nothing, sealing the fate of the Other Europe.

She describes its repercussions on the "Conventuals”, who in turn were caught up in a spiral of
reform. Secondly, it provides an autopsy of a crisis hitherto attributed to Ottoman incursions,
to the detriment of the Order's internal causes, thereby shedding light on a crucial moment in
the history of the Franciscans and the Eastern front of Latin Christendom.
